LIGHTING

Utilize natural light to your
advantage by shooting

during the golden hour—
early morning or late
afternoon—for soft,

flattering illumination that
enhances your images.
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FOCUS ON
FRAMING
Use the Rule of Thirds:

Imagine your frame
divided into thirds, both

horizontally and vertically,
and place your subject at

the intersections for a
balanced shot.
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EXPLORE
ANGLES

Change your perspective!
Shoot from different

heights and angles to find
unique and interesting

compositions.
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USE A
TRIPOD

Stabilize your camera for
sharper images, especially
in low light or during long

exposures.
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MINDFUL
EDITING

Enhance your photos with
editing tools, but aim for a

natural look—subtle
adjustments can make a

big difference!
